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April 2011 Speaal Guest Winery: HOLLY’S HILL

Nestled in the beautiful Sierra Foothills in El Dorado
County and Pleasant Valley, Holly's Hill Winery
specializes in producing Rhone varietal wines. In
fact, the estate vineyards are composed entirely
of Rhone varieties including Viognier, Roussanne,
Grenache, Mourvedre, Syrah, and Counoise. The
winery produces varietal wines, a dry Rosé and
red and white blends.

The enthusiasm for Rhone varieties at Holly's
Hill started when owners Tom and Holly Cooper
shared their first bottle of Chateauneuf du Pape
on their honeymoon. It's been a love affair ever since.

A true family winery, the Coopers’ daughter and son-in-
law artfully craft small batches of distinctive wines from these
carefully managed vines.

Making wine at Holly's Hill since 1999, Winemakers Car-
rie and Josh Bendick have been able to keep the old world
influence while being surrounded by new world winemakers.
They say they have done this purposefully.

"We travelled to the Rhone and we travelled to Italy and
we really liked their wines -especially in Italy. Their wines are
so acidic. When you have them with food it's just magical,"
says Carrie.

Their winemaking process is also a little different.

"We really noticed that with the Rhone varietals
that we couldn't oak them. When you add new
oak to them the whole character of the varietal
disappears and you just taste oak. It becomes a
generic wine that could be made anywhere.
That's why we decided here to only do neutral
oak," Carrie said.

In addition to not finding any new oak wines, you

S “=d won't find Zinfandels, which is unusual for the

DR Sierra Foothills area. However, if you remember
drinking a Holly's Hill Zinfandel years ago, you're not going
crazy. They did make them when they first started.

"We had all Rhones planted from the beginning and we
thought, 'Why? Why are we buying all this fruit to make zinfan-
del?™ Carrie said. "We decided to focus on what we could do
really well and have more control over the growing cycle."
